BETHLEHEM | “Hasti-
ly” is how Charles M.
Schwab closed a hand-
written letter Oct. 16,
1904, pitching to the
head of Bethlehem
Steel in Bethlehem a
$100,000 investment in
forges for automobile
parts.

Schwab, the first
president of what was
then Bethlehem Steel
Co., shared with Beth-
lehem Plant President
Edward McElvaine a
vision of a “very large
and profitable busi-
ness. Automobile man-
ufacturers could adver-
tise their machines as

made from our steel.”
The letter is one of

nearly 11,000 items per-
taining to the Lehigh
Valley’s iron and steel
industries posted on a
new Web site assem-
bled at Lehigh Univer-
sity. The effort is one of
several under way to
document this heritage
as it disappears with
time and the redevel-
opment of former Steel
land.

McElvaine wrote
back Oct. 21, voicing
skepticism. After all,
autos powered by inter-
nal combustion engines
had just been invented
in 1885. Ford Motor
Co.’s Model T was still
four years from being
introduced and the wa-
tershed Ford assembly
line was not due until
1914.

NAZARETH | Inside a narrow
pantry beside the airy Fellow-
ship Hall at St. John’s Evangel-
ical Lutheran Church, three
ladies in their 80s sort canned
goods, line up boxes of maca-
roni on shelves and arrange jars
of peanut butter next to an as-
sortment of jellies and jams.

This is Nazareth’s food
bank, all 20 feet long and 5 feet
wide of it.

It’s a small operation. But
pantry director Betty Huth says
it’s critical for hungry families
from Nazareth and the sur-
rounding communities that
pick up bags of food the second

Tuesday of each month.
