Richard Bodner looked to
pick up where he left off
Wednesday night after his
appearance before Williams
Township’s supervisors in
June about a proposed land-
fill was cut short by angry
residents.

Bodner, Williams Town-
ship’s environmental consult-
ant, is trying to address
questions and concerns
about an expansion agree-
ment between the township
and Chrin Bros.

On June 11 Supervisor
Chairwoman Sally Hixson
adjourned the meeting after
a heated argument between
two residents.

On Wednesday night, a
state police trooper from
Belfast sat in his car at the
municipal building parking
lot for 30 minutes, just in
case.

A few of the nearly 100
people and Supervisor Rob-
ert Doerr raised their voices,
but not enough to cause the
meeting to end. The Chrin
discussion continued beyond
10 p.m.

Bodner of Martin and
Martin Inc. in Chambers-
burg, Franklin County, help
formulate the township’s
10-page response in May to
questions residents submit-
ted in January about the
expansion plan. Bodner
helped write some of the 40
responses in the document.

Bodner was hired as a
consultant 24 years ago
when Chrin applied for a
10-acre expansion of its
landfill.

Just like in 1984, resi-
dents on Wednesday criti-
cized Chrin. But this time,
there’s a proposed agree-
ment between Chrin and the
township.

Vince Foglia asked if
Bodner researched any viola-
tions against Chrin.

Yes, Bodner said, through
the state Department of
Environmental Protection.

Township Engineer David
Harte said residents called
with 43 complaints this year
against Chrin, including 11
odor complaints in the past
month.

Bodner said resident must
continue to call the DEP and
the township office whenev-
er they smell odor and have
other complaints.

“Half of those odor com-
plaints came from me,” said
Susan Reed, who lives in the
golf course neighborhood
east of the landfill. “Pick up
the damn phone and make
the phone calls.”

The township and Chrin
are still negotiating a deal
that includes:
A Expanding the landfill

along Industrial Drive by 22
acres on its property west of
Morgan Hill Road near the
golf course neighborhood.
Chrin wants that land zoned
under a new designation,
solid waste zoning district. If
rezoning is approved, Chrin
eventually would ask the
state Department of Environ-
mental Protection to expand
the landfill.
A Increasing Chrin’s

township fee from $1 per
ton, or $275,000 in annual
payments, up to $4 per ton,
or $1.2 million a year.
A Netting the township

up to $17 million over 19
years.

Meanwhile, a hearing
involving Chrin is pending in
Northampton County Court.
Ten residents sued the super-
visors and township solicitor
Brian Monahan in February
claiming officials violated
the state Sunshine Act by
allegedly talking privately to
review the agreement.

Williams
restarts
landfill
hearing

Wednesdaymeeting
is continuation from
June 11.

Police have filed 20 bur-

glary charges against a man
who was arrested last week
for allegedly stealing 100
pounds of coins from a
home, saying he broke into
houses to feed his addiction
to cocaine.

Anthony John Sabella,
24, whose last known ad-
dress was 1724 10th St.,

Bethlehem, is linked to at
least 20 break-ins since May
at homes in Bethlehem and
Bethlehem Township, ac-
cording to court documents.

Sabella was arraigned
Wednesday on the charges
and is in Northampton
County Prison on $150,000
bail.

When police arrested
Sabella, they said he was
homeless and living in a
tent along the Lehigh River
in Bethlehem Township. He
told police he would typical-
ly break into homes with no
cars in the driveway and
would steal piles of coins,
money from piggy banks
and video game systems.

According to court
records:

About 3:30 p.m. Satur-
day, Sabella was spotted

riding his bike along Notting-
ham Road. Police said he
had a large orange knapsack
filled with mounds of coins.

He admitted to police
that he broke into a home at
2411 Nottingham Road by
using a ladder to reach a
second-story bathroom
window. Once inside the
home, police said, Sabella
took about $1,500 worth of
change.

Police were also able to
match Sabella’s fingerprints
to prints left at some of the
other break-ins.

The Bethlehem burglaries
police say Sabella is linked
to include:
A July 1: 2115 Layfayette

Ave., $60 in cash and $20 in
coins.
A July 3: 2250 Rodgers

St., a piggy bank containing

about $10 and a bicycle;
2414 Clermont St., $100 in
damage to window frames
and 1631 North Blvd., $25 in
damage to screens.
A July 4: 2727 Notting-

ham Road, a $75 gift card,
$50 in change and a bank.
A July 5: 2428 Notting-

ham Road, $100 in coins;
and 2417 Nottingham Road,
$130 in cash.

Sabella is also charged
with nine counts of burglary
at homes in Bethlehem
Township, according to
police.

In addition to the burglar-
ies, Sabella is charged with
receiving stolen property,
criminal trespass, criminal
mischief and theft.
